Medical ANT - Debate

Once completing the Essay, you will have analyzed and applied cultural elements of the Acholi, integrating those into a set of recommendations for how to effectively aid them in addressing an Ebola outbreak. When bringing the Essay to class, come prepared to summarize your analysis and proposals to your fellow students. At the start of that session, I will assign each of you to a partner. We will take approximately fifty minutes for this exercise.

You begin by one of the two in your group taking five minutes and orally presenting their essay to the other. Next, the other person does the same. During these initial presentations, the individual listening should take notes on key points made by their partner. You should especially focus on items of agreement and contradiction between their ideas and yours. After each partner has taken their turn, you have up to an additional ten minutes for questions. You should write down and ask at least three questions to your partner regarding their arguments. These questions all need to be “why” or “how” questions that are open-ended and require extended responses directly related to evaluating their ideas.

Once the questioning is finished, you have the remaining thirty minutes to write a response to what your partner presented. The response should be approximately three-quarters to one page in length.
In that writing, you should address the following items:

· What are the key recommendations your partner provided?
· Do you agree or disagree with each of these? Why so?

· Describe a similarity and a difference between your partner’s and your arguments

· What advice would you give your partner to potentially improve their proposal?

You will not be graded on the opinions you express, but rather the reasoning of your opinions. The writers you have read so far all have their perspectives and so do I, which may sometimes come through in the writings and my own lectures. You can agree or disagree with anyone as long as you make a well-reasoned argument.
