skills process and understanding of gas operating procedures for preparation and the welding of 
natural gas pipelines

Textbooks: Miller – Gas Metal Arc Welding 

Supplies/Technology: Safety glasses, welding helmet, welding jacket, welding gloves, grinding shield, and 
leather boots
